The month of January is going to be pretty quiet. We are still trying to get current
information on the EHV-1 virus, so that we can make the best decisions for the
grounds. Right now we are recommending that our members not take their horses to
the west side of the mountains. We know that there are still facilities that are under
quarantine: one due to the presence of the virus, and others under voluntary
quarantine. Members will be updated as we get new information. We are trying to be
proactive in maintaining a healthy facility. Right now we are not allowing any horses
from the west side to come to the grounds. This will impact some of the division
events. We are hoping the situation ends soon, and will update the divisions as to
when they can resume events open to non-members.

We are starting to get small amounts of hogs fuel for paddocks. Until we get several
loads, please use only minimum so that there is some for your neighbors.

Joelle Dawson-Barker touched many lives both young and old. Below are excerpts from letters written
to and about Joelle...

Joelle was there for a lot of my firsts... my first ride, my first fall, my first trot, my first canter, my first
horse, my first feel of defeat, my first feel of getting back up kicking the dirt off and getting back on, my
first show, my first ribbon and so much more. You know as I sit here and reflect on my life with Joelle
and more specifically those impressionistic 7 years of lessons I am coming to realize that Joelle has
been “that teacher” for me.

I have to start my Joelle story with the most prominent story of mine that I still love to tell to this day. I
had been that horse crazed girl since before I could talk. Our family friend told my non-horse parents
that they better get me started on lessons sooner rather than later. After calling almost every trainer in
the valley my dad found Joelle. I was only 5 at the time and everyone else said I was too young for them
to give lessons to. Joelle, despite agreeing with them, said she’d give me a try. So they we were in the
middle of the Appleatchee round pen and she turned to my dad and said “This is going to go one of two
ways... she’s going to get on and go in a circle three times and start crying or going around three times,
loose interest and fall off.” Well, 30 minutes later I was still smiling ear to ear and Joelle turned to my
dad and said “You better get your checkbook ready because this girl is hooked”. (If only my dad knew
how many checks he would right over the next 15 years for horse related activities.)

...Throughout it all, even the inevitable bumps in the road which is part of growing up, Joelle remained
a steadfast friend and trainer. The solid foundation of patience, persistence, and determination she
taught has made me the rider I am today and given me the skills needed to compete in equestrian
activities and in life.
